The Master of Ministry is a 80-unit program designed to provide a graduate theological education for those who desire to be better equipped for Christian ministry. It also serves 

to provide advance training for those already in Christian service who seek a further enhancement of their ministry and leadership skills. 

Admission Requirements
1.
Applicants who have a regular baccalaureate degree or its equivalent from an accredited institution. Ministry experience, active church involvement and spiritual maturity are also prerequisites for admission into this program.

Applicants who are full-time ministers and Christian workers with a Bachelor of Theology from a recognized institution.
